The 2007/08 curling season is 
underway.  On behalf of the Board of 
Directors it’s great to see all the 
returning members and we extend a 
huge welcome to all the new 
members that have joined our club 
this season. 
 
As many of you know, the 2007 year 
kicked off with a special fundraising 
event “Dollars and Diamonds”.  The 
event was generously supported by 
the St. Albert and area business 
community and equally well attended 
by the club’s membership.  This 
partnership has been the 
cornerstone of our club’s past 
success and is fundamental to the 
future of our club. 
 
The Dollars and Diamonds event 
marked the beginning of a couple of 
major undertakings for the 
membership of the St. Albert Curling 
Club. 
 
In the spring of 2008 we will replace 
our ice plant.  This project is being 
funded with club reserves matched 
by a grant from Alberta Gaming.  As 
many of you know there some things 
renovations can’t hide, an ice plant is 
one of them.  The existing unit has 
simply run it’s course and the costs 
of repair each year have become 
burdensome.  A new plant will not 
only alleviate a few headaches for 
our ice technicians but also provide 
our members with consistent keener 
ice for years to come.   
 
In the next few of years the club 
must replace the front end of the 
facility with a structure that not only 
adheres to modern building code but 
also provides for year round use.  

The cost of this endeavour is 
estimated at 2.5 million dollars. 
 
Over the course of the past few 
months a committee of members 
assisted by City administration 
prepared an application for provincial 
assistance through the Alberta Major 
Communities Facilities Program. The 
grant being sought is calculated on a 
one third/ two third contribution 
scheme; unfortunately the province 
is the one third contributor.  
Considering this, once the 
application is approved the real 
fundraising work starts.   
  
So what does all this really mean to 
you, to me, to us?  
 
As members of the St. Albert Curling 
Club we have to respond to 
opportunities with the City and the 
business community.  We need to 
lobby City Council, explore 
opportunities with other levels of 
government and seek out friends in 
the private sector.  It’s time to rally 
our commitment, share our ideas 
and secure the future of curling in St. 
Albert.  Feel free to approach any 
member of the Board with your ideas 
or your time.
